Local communities across Texas are required by law to submit a 
comprehensive emergency response plan to state officials by October 
17, 1988. 
Title 111--requires that each plan include:

o identification of facilities that make or store hazardous 
chemicals;

Texas state officials estimate that 847 of the state's 1,422
