I. ADVOCACY OVERVIEW 

A.  Congress 

The Gramm-Rudman budget balancing law cont inues t o  dominate 
Congressional a t t e n t i o n .  Although t h e  February 7 r u l i n g  by a Spec ia l  
Panel of t h e  U.S. Court of Appeals f o r  t he  District of Columbia 
inva i ida t ed  the  Gramm-Xu&-.an seques t r a t ion  procedure, it i s  x . - i . < e ~ y  
t h a t  a s e r i o u s  blow was d e a l t  t o  d e f i c i t  reduction o r  t h a t  t h e  impact 
of Gram-Rudman w i l l  be s e r i o u s l y  a f f e c t e d .  The Spec ia l  Pane l ' s  n r c e r  
was stayed pending an appeal  t o  the  Supreme Court ,  which is exFected 
t o  decide t h e  case by J u n e .

Many of  t h e  e s s e n t i a l  f e a t u r e s  of  Granun-Rudman remain. There 
w i l l  be one budget r e s o l u t i o n ,  which i s  required by law t o  provide  fo r  
a d e f i c i t  n o t  exceeding $144 b i l l i o n  i n  FY 87 .  The budget r e so lu t io r .  
w i l l  spin off a r e c o n c i l i a t i o n  b i l l ,  which is Congress' f i r s t  a t tempt  
a t  meeting t h e  d e f i c i t  t a r g e t .  There w i l l  s t i l l  be a CBO-OMB d e f i c i t  
"shapshot" which w i l l  serve as t h e  gu ide l ine  for a c t i o n .  Thus, 
Congress w i l l  s t i l l  have an oppor tuni ty  i n  September t o  enact 
l e g i s l a t i o n  a s  an a l t e r n a t i v e  t o  t h e  across-the-board cu t s .  But ,  a t  
l a s t  r e s o r t ,  t h e  across-the-board c u t s  w i l l  s t i l l  be produced. 
Congress could r e fuse  t o  pass  t h e  j o i n t  r e so lu t ion ,  b u t  t h i s  is an 
unl ike ly  outcome. Passage of t h e  j o i n t  reso lu t ion  by both Houses and 
s igna ture  of  t h e  Pres ident  w i l l  be necessary.  

House and Senate Superfund conferees  a r e  meeting twice a week 
t o  work on s o l u t i o n s  t o  t h e  programmatic i s sues .  I f  p rogress  
cont inues,  d i f f e r e n c e s  could be r e so lved  i n  the  next  four  t o  s i x  
weeks. The A p r i l  1 "deadl ine" of EPA Administrator Lee Thomas is f a s t  
approaching. H e  has  s t a t e d  t h a t  i f  Superfund i s  n o t  ref inanced by 
t h i s  d a t e ,  he w i l l  have to  begin te rmina t ing  cleanup c o n t r a c t s  and 
no t i fy ing  personnel  of te rmina t ions .  

On o t h e r  i s s u e s  of importance t o  t h e  chemical indus t ry  -- CMA 
t e s t i f i e d  on March 11 befo re  t h e  Senate  Commerce Committee on product  
l i a b i l i t y  and t o r t  reform l e g i s l a t i o n .  Patent  Term Res tora t ion  w a s  
repor ted  by t h e  Senate J u d i c i a r y  Committee March 11, and could be 
moving through Congress. Progress  is  a l s o  being made on the  S a f e  
Drinking Water Conference. .- 
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B. Federal Regulatory Agencies 

Department of Transportation. The Secretary of Transportation 
established a Safety Review Task Force to analyze safety programs of 
each operating division of WT. 
concerning the review of the Research and Special Programs 
Administration (RSPA) The report includes five recommendations 
ranging from the issuance of regulatory planning documents to general 
management initiatives:

Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) and the Department 
of Energy (DOE) 

A public conference is set for April 10 and 11 on the DOE 
proposal to eliminate the nunerous ceiling prices under the Natural 
Gas Policy Act. The proposal would raise "old gas" price ceilings. 
3.lt-houqh the Administration considers legislative decontrol to be the 
best way to eliminate market distortions, the action is being 
recommenc'ed to assure t h a t  the lowest-cost supplies are develoged 
fully. 

On a parallel path, the Secretary of Energy has reaffirmed the 
Administration's commitment to comprehensive natural gas deregulation 
legislation, despite numerous obstacles in Congress. Following 
discussions with producer, pipeline, distributor and user groups, 
draft legislation is being circulated in an attempt to reach an 
acceptable compromise. 

Environmental Protection Agency (EPA). The primary emphasis of 
EPA's regulatory program has been in two areas -- air toxics and 
RCRA land disposal prohibitions. EPA recently proposed a major rule 
that would establish a methodology for determining which hazardous 
wastes ultimately may or may not be banned for disposal on the land. 
This methodology will hopefully aid EPA in making timely decisions so 
that statutory schedules are met and the undesired statutory "hammers" 
(automatic prohibitions for land disposal) do not go into effect. The 
second area of increased EPA activity is the Agency's air toxics 
strategy. The Agency has committed to expedite the decision making 
process, as much as technically feasible, on whether or not to list 
certain air pollutants under Section 112. 
committed to its "intent -to list" process and intends to fight NRDC's 
judicial challenge of the procedure. In addition, EPA is formulating 
a long-term strategy for regulation of hazardous air pollutants.

GATT nego t i a t ion .  

The P res iden t  has informed t h e  Congress of h i s  i n t e n t  t o  
nego t i a t e  a f r e e  t r a d e  agreement wi th  Canada. Both the  Senate and 
House have reques ted  comments on such an agreement. CMA w i l l  forward 
i t s  comments t o  both bod ies ,  poss ib ly  j o i n t l y  with o the r  members of 
the  Off ice  of t h e  Chemical Industry Trade Advisor (OCITA) .  

A Committee of t h e  General Agreement on T a r i f f s  and Trade (GATT) 
is preparing an agenda f o r  t h e  s t a r t  of m u l t i l a t e r a l  t r ade  
nego t i a t ions  i n  September. There i s  a major d i spu te  w i t h i n  t h e  
Preparatory Cormittee on s e v e r a l  agenda items. CMA's  views t h a t  (1)

D.  S t a t e s  

J u s t  a s  s t a t e s  had achieved some f i n a n c i a l  s t a b i l i t y  an2 had even 
reduced some t a x e s ,  along comes Gramm-Rudman. As con t ra s t ed  w i t h  the 
f e d e r a l  government, s t a t e s  g e n e r a l l y  ope ra t e  with balanced budse t s .  
Even with a l e s s  than robus t  economy, twelve states were ab le  t o  c u t  
income taxes l a s t  year.  A h a l f  dozen s t a t e s  repealed corporate  
u n i t a r y  t a x a t i o n  and o t h e r s  are cons ider ing  repeal  i n  1986. However, 
the  reduct ion of  f e d e r a l  support  f o r  environmental p r o t e c t i o n ,  wel fa re  
programs, etc. by Gramm-Rudman w i l l  l e a d  t o  increased funding o f  t hese  
func t ions  by s ta tes  and, hence, a r e v e r s a l  o f . t h e  c u r r e n t  s ta te  t a x  
t rend.  

For example, s t a t e  superfunds a r e  a l ready surpassing the  f e d e r a l  
fund i n  o v e r a l l  c o s t s .  And i f  t h e  p u b l i c  cry f o r  he lp  i s  not  heard  a t  
the  fedexal  l e v e l  f o r  whatever reason,  t h e  s t a t e s  could e a s i l y  expand 
t h e  e f f o r t  and c o s t s .  State A f f a i r s  has  j u s t  completed a p re l imina ry  
study of s ta te  superfunds and found t h a t  the  p o t e n t i a l  i ndus t ry  
l i a b i l i t y  ranges from $3 t o  $9 b i l l i o n  - not counting continued 
ope ra t ing  and maintenance c o s t s  fo l lowing  cleanup or vict ims '  
compensation costs. The l a t e s t  s ta te  t o  propose an increase i n  s t a t e  
superfunds is Pennsylvania which would more than t r i p l e  the o l d  
proposal.  

Massachusetts has  a s p e c i a l  commission on l i a b i l i t y  related t o  
hazardous wastes and they are t r y i n g  t o  quant i fy  t h e  numbers o f  
"victims".  N e w  York a l s o  has a l e g i s l a t i v e  program involving 
l i a b i l i t y .  S t a t e  A f f a i r s  i s  working on model t o r t  reform l e g i s l a t i o n  
with the American Tor t  Reform Associa t ion  and o t h e r  c o a l i t i o n s .

Right-to-Know i ssues  cont inue t o  expand a t  t h e  s ta te  level ,  o f t e n  
being included i n  broader l e g i s l a t i o n  involving a i r  t o x i c s  and 
emergency response. CMA, i n  conjunct ion  with the  New York Bus iness  
All iance,  t e s t i f i e d  a t  t h e  s t a t e ' s  hea r ing  on emergency planning. 
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Many states are currently. considering programs to regulate air toxics 
including Connecticut, Massachusetts, Florida, Maryland, Kentucky, and 
North Carolina. 

Finally, a possible new trend from one of the trend setters- 
California. State Affairs is working with the Chemical Industry 
Council of California to develop an alternative to the employee health 
surveillance bill being considered in the Assembly. 

E. Media 

ABCs movie aboiit an American Rhopal, "Acceptable Risks, " seems 
to have subsided with nary a ripple. The network's policy and 
standards division--to their credit--agreed to include an announcement 
at the end of the program advising interested citizens to write EPA, 
C?A 3 r  Environmental Action for nore information. 

There has been no perceptible increase in inquiries about 
emergency planning that we can credit to the movie. This may be 
because the audience was so limited for the film. It ran last in all 
major markets. 

Member companies across the country participated in local 
television follow up programs. A number made speciai efforts to 
inform employees before the film was shown. One opened a telephone 
bank to respond to community questions. 

The Superfund communication program that moved back into high 
gear with visits scheduled with editorial boads across the country. 
CMA Chairman George Sella conducted'a March 12 news conference in 
Washington calling for immediate reauthorization with a broad-based 
tax to fund and expanded program. 

Reaction from editorial boards thus far has shown basic support 
for broadening the tax base. 

March 13 Chairman Sella publicly announced CMAs Air Toxics 
control policy during a speech to industry air coordinators in New 
Orleans. The announcement was distributed to over 1000 news contacts 
and videotaped for release to CMA's 500 Televison/3500 radio station 
network. 

F. Courts 

Supreme Court Decision in Exxon v. Hunt. On March 10, the 
Supreme Court held that a state may not levy a state Superfund tax to

' at p. 15) The Court noted that Congress was aware that the funding 
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l eve l  of the f e d e r a l  Superfund was i n s u f f i c i e n t  t o  c lean up more than 
a few of the n a t i o n ' s  worst  hazardous waste s i t e s .  However, remedying 
these  problems was not t h e  s o l e  po l i cy  choice r e f l e c t e d  i n  CERCLA. 
Because of Congress' concern about t h e  e f f e c t  of t axa t ion  on t h e  
chemical i n d u s t r y ,  t h e  Court concluded t h a t  Congress intended t o  p l ace  
some r e s t r i c t i o n s  on the  a b i l i t y  of s ta tes  t o  impose taxes  t o  fund 
s t a t e  cleanup programs. 

S p e c i f i c a l l y ,  the  Court he ld  t h a t  N e w  J e r s e y ' s  S p i l l  Fund was 
p a r t i a l l y  pre-empted by 5 1 1 4 ( c )  of Superfund which provides t h a t  "no 
person may be r equ i r ed  t o  c o n t r i b u t e  t o  any fund t h e  purpose of which 
i s  t o  pay compensation f o r  c la ims f o r  any c o s t s  of response o r  
damages" t h a t  may be compensated upder Superfund. The Court 
i n t e r p r e t e d  t h i s  phrase as a "shorthand €or  the authorized u s e s  of  
Superfund" ( a t  p.  1 2 )  . 

The Courts ,  however, aid r u l e  t h a t  some s t a t e  Superfund ~ ~ S E S  a r e  
v a l i d .  The Court d i r e c t e d  t h a t  the  Nat iona l  Contingency Plan (:iC?) 
be used as  t h e  c r i t e r i a  t o  determine which expenses a r e  e l i g i b l e  f o r  
Superfund money. By s t a t u t e ,  the  s t a t e ' s  10% matching share of 
remedial c o s t s  i s  not an e l i g i b l e  cost ur,der Superfund and t h e r e f o r e  
may be funded by a s t a t e  Superfund. In r6viewing the  uses of t h e  New 
Je r sey  S p i l l  Fund, the  Court held t h a t  t hose  " p a r t s  of the s t a t u t e  
t h a t  permit S p i l l  Fund expendi tures  beyond t h i s  s t a t e  share f o r  
remedial c o s t s  f o r  s i t e s  on the  Nat iona l  P r i o r i t y  L i s t ,  o r  f o r  removal 
c o s t  t h a t  a r e  e l i g i b l e  f o r  Superfund compensation under the terms of 
the  NCP, a r e  pre-empted by 5 1 1 4 ( c ) . "  ( a t  p. 19) The uses  of t h e  
S p i l l  Fund which were upheld as v a l i d  are t o  pay f o r  (1) compensation 
of t h i r d  p a r t i e s  f o r  damages r e s u l t i n g  from hazardous substances 
discharges,  (2) personnel and equipment c o s t s ,  ( 3 )  admin i s t r a t ion  
c o s t s ,  and ( 4 )  research.  

11. ISSUES AND PROGRAM STATUS 

A. Hazardous Waste (Superfund) 

1. Congressional Developments and Response 

Representat ives  from t h e  nine House & Senate Committees t h a t  
worked on t h e  Superfund l e g i s l a t i o n ,  convened the  conference February 
26. They w i l l  work toward t h e  r e s o l u t i o n  of the program i s s u e s  and t o  
r e s t o r e  the  t a x i n g  a u t h o r i t y  which exp i r ed  September 30, 1985. 
Representative John Dingel l  (D-MI)  was e l e c t e d  chairman of the  
conference committee t o  r e s o l v e  the  program issues .  In  o the r  a c t i o n ,  
t h e  t a x  conferees  e l e c t e d  Representa t ive  Rostenkowski (D-IL) t o  c h a i r  
t h e  meetings on t h e  s i z e  and source of funding. The tax conferees  
have not  s e t  a d a t e  t o  m e e t  on t h e  funding i ssues .  

The program conferees  decided t o  meet every Tuesday and 
Thursday. These meetings w i l l  cont inue u n t i l  March 2 1  when they w i l l  
eva lua te  t h e i r  p rog res s  and t h e  work needed t o  complete the

B. Hazardous Waste Management (RCRA) 

1. Congressional Developments and Response 

It appears that there may be upcoming legislative activity over 
the next few months in the RCRA area, as both the House and the Senate 
have held oversight hearings on EPA's proposed regulations of the 1984 
law. 

A key area of legislative concern will be the effects G f  the loss 
of interim status on RCRA sites. Other areas that may be the subject 
of future oversight hearings are groundwater monitoring regulations, 
inventory reqiiirements and insurance availabi litv. 

The other najor area cf concern is the EPA proposed land. disscsal 
ban regulations (see below). The Senate Environment and Public b;c,rks 
Committee and the House Energy and Commerce Committee both held 
hearings on the proposed land disposal ban regulaticr.. k letter was 
sent from key Members of Congress to EPA Administrator Lee Thomas 
indicating that EPA has misinterpreted the RCRA amendments in their 
proposed rule on land disposal restrictions. CMA will be meetin5 with 
Congressional staff to discuss EPA's proposal and any future 
legislative activity. 

2. Regulatory Developments and Response 

RCRA Land Disposal Restrictions. EMC's RCRA Regulations Task 
Group has developed comprehensive comments on EPA's proposed 
regulatory framework for implementing the land disposal restrictions 
contained in the Hazardous and Solid Waste Amendments of 1984. The 
comments also address proposed levels and methods of treatment and 
compliance deadlines pertaining to the land disposal of certain 
hazardous wastes containing dioxins and spent solvents. CMA's comments 
strongly support: 
implementing the land disposal restriction provisions: the proposal 
for establishing a screening level as a first-step determination of 
those land disposal practices that are not protective of health and 
the environment; and EPA's interpretation of a migration standard. 
CMA's comments also address specific technical concerns with the 
components of EPA's methodology and in how the laws were applied to 
make specific technical decisions regarding spent solvent and dioxin- 
containing wastes.

C. Air - 
1. Congressional Development and Reponse

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Congressman Henry Waxman (D-CA), Chairman of the House Health 
and the Environment Subcommittee, and Senator Robert Stafford (R- 
VT), Chairman of the Senate Environment and Public Works' Committee, 
continue to state that clean air is on their agendas this year. In a 
March 10 speech, Waxman described the air toxics bill that he 
introduced last spring as necessary and still under consideration by 
his subcommittee. Waxman has been on the verge of introducing an acid 
rain bill since last summer. Recently, he has been considering a bi- 
partisan compromise. CMA is monitoring for any effort to combine 
Waxman's air toxics bill with an acid rain bill in the House. In 
addition, Stafford has been planning to introduce acid rain 
legislation, which reportedly provides for control beyond sulfur 
dioxide ar?d NOx. Current stimulation of acid rain bills i.s the 
U.S./Canada meeting scheduled March 18. 

2. Grassroots Activities 

The Grassroots Program continuts to work closely with the ?.ir 
Toxic Team in the development of appropriate messages and targcts to 
support the Association's new air toxics policy and proqram. 
anticipated that meetings with selected Congressmen and Senators will 
begin this spring. Analysis of selected congressional districts and 
states is underway to determine CMA company presence.

1. Congressional Developments and Response 

Safe Drinking Water Act 

The House/Senate Conference Committee continues t o  try t o  work on 
r eau thor i z ing  t h e  Safe Drinking Water A c t .  Conference d id  beqin,  w i th  
conferees r e so lv ing  18 d i f f e r e n c e s  between the  House and Senate 
b i l l s .  But, s t r o n g  d i f f e r e n c e s  remain on t h e  i s s u e  of  groundwater 
p r o t e c t i o n ,  and it w i l l  be d i f f i c u l t  t o  r econc i l e  the House and Senate  
p o s i t i o n s  i n  t h i s  area. . Senate  and House conferees are more hope fu l ,  
however, t h a t  t hey  w i l l  be able t o  reach a compromise on the  
groundwater provis ion.

The Senate b i l l  (S. 1 2 4 )  is sponsored by Senator Dave Durenberger 
(R-MN). The House b i l l  (H.R. 1650) was introduced by Rep. Edward R. 
Madigan ( R - I L ) .  Both b i l l s  would set dead l ines  f o r  t h e  Environmental 
P ro tec t ion  Agency t o  r e g u l a t e  d r ink ing  water contaminants, r e q u i r e  
monitoring f o r  unregula ted  contaminants,  and e s t a b l i s h  a demonstration 
program f o r  planning t o  p r o t e c t  a q u i f i e r s  t h a t  a r e  t h e  s o l e  o r  
p r i n c i p a l  source of a community's d r ink ing  water. 

Conferees were able t o  agree on o t h e r  d i f f e r e n c e s  between t h e  two 
b i l l s .  

A key agreement reached by t h e  confe rees  was t o  adopt language 
r equ i r ing  t h e  Environmental P ro tec t ion  Agency t o  set  bindinu s t anda rds  
€or  a l i s t  of 85  contaminants wi th in  t h r e e  years  of enactment, based  
on t h e  h e a l t h  e f f e c t s  and c o s t  c r i te r ia  s p e c i f i e d  i n  c u r r e n t  l a w .  

Conferees a l s o  agreed t o  s p l i t  t h e  d i f f e r e n c e  between the funding 
l e v e l s  i n  t h e  two b i l l s ,  r e s u l t i n g  i n  a u t h o r i z a t i o n  of about $135 
mi l l i on  f o r  Safe  Drinking Water A c t  programs i n  f iscal  1987.

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On the groundwater issue the House ( H . R .  1650) would create a new 
federal program of grants to states to develop plans and regulation's 
as needed to protect groundwater within their boundaries. The Senate 
bill (S. 124) would authorize funds only to protect aquifers that 
serve as the only available supply of drinking water €or a community. 
The Senate continues to prefer keeping the groundwater issue separate 
from the Safe Drinking Water Act,. 

CMA has supported the Senate bill over the House version on three 
issues: standard setting, no comprehensive groundwater protection 
program, and the Senate critical aquifer demonstration program instead 
of the House sole source. 

Groundwater 

In the fall, Senator Dave Durenberger (R-MN) held a series of 
hearings leading toward the introduction of his aroundwater rjrotection 
b i l l .  Senator Durenberger plans on introducing his bill, with 
bipartisan support, sometime this spring. 

Senators George Mitchell (D-ME) and Max Baucus (D-MT) introduced 
their groundwater protection bill, S. 1836, on November 7, 1985, 
primarily to begin the discussions in the groundwater debate. 
bill would require states to have their own groundwater protection 
programs and to establish groundwater quality standards, with 
assistance from the Federal government. CMA is currently working on 
an analysis of the Mitchell/Baucus bill

Management Task Group has submitted comments t o  EPA on t h e  Agency's 
proposed recommended maximum contaminant l e v e l s  (RMCLs) f o r  s y n t h e t i c  
organic  chemicals,  i no rgan ic  chemicals,  and microbiological  parameters 
i n  dr inking water. The f i n a l  RMCLs w i l l  be the  b a s i s  f o r  e s t a b l i s h i n g  
maximum contaminant l e v e l s  t h a t  could a f f e c t  d r ink ing  water systems 
maintained by member companies. Although CMA's comments g e n e r a l l y  
support  the  b a s i s  €or  s e l e c t i n g  contaminants f o r  r egu la t ion ,  CMA has 
major concerns with EPA's approach f o r  s e t t i n g  RMCLs. I n  t h i s  regard,  
CMA d i sag rees  with EPA's approach f o r  s e t t i n g  PACLs a t  zero f o r  know 
o r  probable carcinogens..

CMA's o u t s i d e  
counsel f o r  UIC mat te r s  has prepared a memorandum analyzing t h e  
a p p l i c a t i o n  of  t h e  RCRA land d i s p o s a l  ban p rov i s ions  t o  underground 
i n j e c t i o n .  That memorandum has been approved by t h e  U I C  Management 
Group and w i l l  be s e n t  t o  EPA s h o r t l y .  
a n a l y s i s  w i l l  support  an e f f o r t  by EPA t o  develop an approach t o  
r egu la t ing  underground i n j e c t i o n  which w i l l  p r o t e c t  publ ic  h e a l t h  and 
t h e  environment without imposing unnecessary c o n s t r a i n t s  on e x i s t i n g ,  
s a f e  d i s p o s a l  p r a c t i c e s .  

W e  b e l i e v e  t h a t  c o u n s e l ' s  

NPDES Regulations L i t i g a t i o n .  O r a l  argument i n  the NPDES 
l i t i g a t i o n  took p l a c e  on March 3 and March 4 before the U.S. Court  of 
Appeals for t h e  D.C. C i r c u i t .  This complex case consumed over  7 hours 
of  o r a l  argument t i m e .  CMA's o u t s i d e  counsel presented  an overview of 
t h e  indus t ry  p o s i t i o n s  and argued t h e  i s sues  of t o x i c i t y  l i m i t s ,  
bypass, t o x i c s  used o r  manufacturered, and EPA a u t h o r i t y .

F. Regulation of Chemicals (TSCA and r e l a t e d )  

1. Regulatory Developments and Response 

CMA 075723 
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Revision of TSCA Test Guidelines. The Hazard Assessment Task 
Group filed comments for CMA on EPA's proposed revisions in TSCA test 
guidelines. The intent of the revisions is "...to provide more 
explicit guidance on the necessary minimum elements for each study" 
(51 FR 1522, January 14, 1986). CMA comments reflected several 
concerns. If these proposed revisions were made final, the 
"guidelines" would become enforceable test standards whenever they 
were incorporated in chemical-specific test rules. Such a move from 
reasonable flexibility to a standardization stance is inappropriate, 
specifically when EPA failed to respond to CMA's 1979 comments on the 
original test guidelines. EPA was asked to explain their position on 
the guidelines revisions and give ample time for comment in future 
proceedings. CMA also sqgested the development of industry- 
government workshops to assemble recognized authorities with expertise 
in specific test methodologies. 

Assessment and Reaulat.ion of Chemical Cateaories 

On March 11, Don Clay, Director of the EPA Office of Toxic 
Substances (OTS), m e t  with the Product Management Task Group to 
explain the OTS approach to the assessment and regulaticn of chemical 
categories. He explained that OTS has begun to develop a category 
approach as a way to save time and resources and as a way to be more 
systematic in their assessments and regulations. The basic concept of 
the category approach is to assess, test, and if necessary, regulate a 
group of chemical substances at the same time. Categories, or grouFs 
of chemical substances, are structured differently depending upon the 
type of hazard and the circumstances of use or exposure. 

In his briefing, Don Clay mentioned several different types of 
category approaches: Chemical structure categories; use categories 
(e.g. consumer uses); discharge categories (e.g. release to water); 
exposure source categories (e.9. groundwater); and, combinations of 
these approaches. OTS has begun several projects with the category 
approach. Acrylates and chlorinated solvents were two categories 
mentioned that OTS may initiate regulatory action on within a year. 
The task group will interact with OTS as the category approach 
develops. 

2. Policy Bevelopment, Analytical and Program Activities . 

National Toxicology Program's Carcinogen Classification Scheme. 
On January 17, 1986, NTP published its "Levels of Evidence of 
Carcinogenicity Used to Describe Evaluative Conclusions for NTP Long- 
Term Toxicology and Carcinogenesis Studies" (51 FR 2579). The Hazard 
Assessment and Risk Assessment Task Groups developed comments for 
submission by CMA to NTP. The 1etter.expressed dissatisfaction with 
NTP's classification system because of the potential for erroneous 
communication to regulatory groups about the degree of hazard and 
risk. Additionally, CMA suggested that NTP accept more responsibility 
for communicating the limitations of study results as they are applied 
to human health standards. The OSHA Hazard Communication Standard and 
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certain state Right-to-Know laws routinely provide for potential 
regulatory misuse of NTP findings. CMA hopes that its comments a long  
with those of AIHC will induce a reexamination of NTP's carcinogen 
classification system. 

3. International Regulation 

European Community Preparations Directive. The United States 
Department of State has transmitted its official response to the 
European Community on the Proposed EC Directive Relating to rrhe 
Classification, Packaging and Labelling of Dangerous Preparations. 
These comments are a compilation of those submitted to the Trade 
Representative's Office by EPA, OSHA, the chemical industry, and crker 
independent organizations. These comments will precede any formal 
discussions between the U.S. Trade Representative and the European 
Community, but during the next six months, our Trade Representative's 
Office expressed a desire to discuss in more detail the comments 
contained in the State Department cable. 

Australian Chemical Law. The IAG has received from the 
Australian Minister of Arts, Heritage, and Environment a copy of a 
news release describing the Australian Inventory of Chemical 
Substances (Guidelines for Nominating Chemical Substances to the 
Inventory), a copy of the Minister's statement to the press, summary 
of key information, and copies of nomination forms. These prcducts 
resulted from a lengthy deliberation between the Australian Chemicai 
Industry, its Government, CMA's International Affairs Group, and the 
U . S .  Government. The nomination process will end August 15, 1986. 

G. Public Compensation (Risk, Health and related issues) 

1. Product Liability Developments and Response 

Danforth Bill 

On February 12, 1986, CMA submitted written comments on S. 1999, 
the product liability bill introduced by Senator John Danforth (R-MO). 
The coments express support for the uniform product liability 
standards in Title I11 of the bill. However, the alternative claims 
mechanism in Title I1 presents serious difficulties and cannot be 
supported as drafted. 

The most serious problems with the Title I1 claims procedure 
involve determinations of causation. Good science is not required in 
these determinations and an inappropriate statistical presumption has 
been added. As a result, liability would be imposed on a manufacturer 
even though there is only a small likelihood of actual responsibility. 
Also distressing is that liability can be imposed on the basis of 
causation determination by a dealth Effects Panel that lacks due 
process and is beyond legal review.

2. Regulatory Developments and Response 

OSHA Handling and Storage of Hazardous Chemicals Standard 

OSHA has continued work on a possible standard addressing the 
handling and storage of "hazardous" chemicals. Agency officials have 
advised CMA that an ANPR (Advance Notice of Proposed Rulemaking) and a 
request for participants in a "mediated" rulemaking can be expected in 
the Federal Register in late spring or early summer. 

The Safety Programs Task Group continues to monitor these 
developments, assuming a cooperative attitude while also developing 
Froposals to limit the scope of the Agency's contemplated regulzzion. 
Staff are  maintaining communications with other industry associations. 

Amendments to the Hazard Communication Standard 

The Health and Safety Committee's Right-to-Know Task Group 
submitted comments to OSHA on three amendments to the h'azard 
Comunication Standard. 

In response to the Interim Final Rule on Trade Secrets, CXA 
supported OSHA's trade secret definition. While CMA supported 
employee access to trade secrets, we strongly emphasized that 
employees must demonstrate a clear need fo r  access to the info-nation 
and be bound by confidentiality agreements. 

To achieve uniformity in employee hazard communications, CMA also 
supported the Advance Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (ANPR) that would 
expand the scope of the standard to include the nonmanufacturing 
sector. 

Finally, CMA supported the proposed rule's provision t h a t  would 
allow occupational health nurses to have access to trade secrets. 

3. Policy Development, Analytical and Program Response 

EPA's Office of Policy, Planning and Evaluation has asked CMA's 
Safety Programs Task Group (SPTG) to prepare a plan €or significantly 
improving that Agency's "Hazardous Events Data Base."

Three conferences have been h e l d  t o  date. The first conference 
took place i n  San Franc isco ,  Ca l i fo rn ia ,  and both CMA and t h e  
California C I C  participated. The second conference was conducted i n  
Dallas, Texas, on February 19-20 and b o t h  CMA and the Texas Chemical 
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Council participated. The last conference was held in Chicago, 
Illinois on March 4-5 and CMA, the Michigan Chemical Council, Illinois 
CIC and John Jones representing Dow Chemcical participated. A last 
conference was held March 18-19 in Cherry Hill, New Jersey. 

CMA was also invited to present the CAER and NCRIC programs to; 
the Department of Natural Resources in Springfield, Missouri; the 
Chemical Specialties and Management Council in Austin, Texas; Witco 
Chemical in Newark, New Jersey; and the Connecticut Business and 
Industry Association in Hartford, Connecticut. 

The Texas Chemical Council sponsored a CAER workshop on 
February 26, 1986. Ahout 140 industry representatives attended. 
Speakers described local CAER initiatives, and a CMA representative 
outlined the national effort. Also, an Environmental Protection 
Agency spokesman discussed the agency's Chemical Emergency 
?reparedness Program. 

On March 7 ,  1986, CMA described the CAER effort to n e a r l y  200 
public and private sector executives at an "Executive Manzgement 
Conference on Industrial Accidents" in New Orleans, Louisiana. The 
conference was sponsored by the Louisiana Chemical Association (LCA) , 
Louisiana Office of Emergency Preparedness and others. This program 
was the culmination of the LCA's intensive one year program to 
implement CAER in Louisiana. 

4.  Communications 

A series of videotapes are being produced as training materials 
for the CAER program. Taping for the initial tape, which describes how 
to get CAER program started and the establishment of a community 
coordinating group, has been completed. Productions on working with 
the media and local politicians are in the planning stages. 

CMA produced a special edition of the CAER Newsletter to help 
local chemical company personnel respond to community reaction to 
Al3C's film "Acceptable Risks". The newsletter included a list of 
possible questions and answers and points to make as well as suggested 
ways to advance the concept of community outreach. The CAER leaflet 
was updated in preparation for inquiries following the showing of the 
film.

reform i n  February, Chairman Bob Packwood (R-OR) d i r e c t e d  t h e  
Committee's s t a f f  t o  prepare  a d r a f t  opt ions paper t h a t  would be the  
b a s i s  of markup ses s ions  beginning a s  e a r l y  a s  mid-March. 

The Finance Committee s t a f f  he ld  a s e r i e s  of  b r i e f i n g s  i n  
February and March t o  determine what s p e c i f i c  problems the members of 
the  Committee had with H.R.  3838, t h e  House-passed t a x  r e v i s i o n  b i l l .  
One key problem i n  meeting t h e  o b j e c t i o n s  of both t h e  Administration 
and Senate Finance Committee members is how t o  o b t a i n  s u f f i c i e n t  t a x  
revenues t o  o f f s e t  the  c o s t  of proposed changes i n  t h e  House b i l l .  

A t  the  r eques t  of t h e  Finance Committee, t h e  Treasury Department 
f i n i s h e d  a 26-page a n a l y s i s  of  t h e  revenue e s t i m a t e s  of s e v e r a l  
a l t e r n a t i v e  revenue sources .  In  t h i s  r e spec t ,  t h e  major new sources  
of  revenue t o  finance t a x  reform w e r e  i tems of major s i g n i f i c a n c e  t o  
the  chemical industry - an o i l  import f e e  and a d d i t i o n a l  energy taxes .  

Senator Malcolm Wallop (R-WY) ,  Chairman of t h e  Finance 
Subcommittee on Energy and A g r i c u l t u r a l  Taxation, he ld  hear ings on o i l  
i m p o r t  f e e  l e g i s l a t i o n  February 27 and 28. Ronald Wishart, V i c e  
President  - Public  A f f a i r s ,  Union Carbide Corporation, t e s t i f i e d  
a g a i n s t  the  o i l  import f e e  on behalf  of a c o a l i t i o n  c o n s i s t i n g  of  CMA, 
Petrochemical Energy Group, t h e  Soc ie ty  of the  Plastics Indus t ry  and 
t h e  Man-Made Fiber  Producers Assoc ia t ion  (see Energy r epor t  above) .  
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A f t e r  t h e  Subcommittee hear ings  were concluded, t he  Administration 
announced t h a t  it would no longer  cons ider  t h e  use of  an oil import 
f e e  t o  f inance revenue-neutral  t ax  reform l e g i s l a t i o n .  

Although CMA supports P r e s i d e n t  Reagan's stated g o a l s  of economic 
growth, fairness and s i m p l i c i t y ,  t h e  current  tax  reform proposals  
would penal ize  capi ta l  i n t e n s i v e  e n t e r p r i s e s  and those  t h a t  engage i n  
s u b s t a n t i a l  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  trade. Thus, CMA opposes H . R .  3838 and 
o t h e r  t a x  r e v i s i o n  proposa ls  t h a t  would s u b s t a n t i a l l y  increase  t h e  
i n d u s t r y ' s  c o s t s  of cap i ta l  and product ion.  

H.R.  3838 as passed by t h e  House would have s e r i o u s  and adverse 
impact on the  U . S .  chemical indus t ry .  CMA has e s t a b l i s h e d  as p a r t  of 
t h e  Superfund debate  i n  t h e  Senate  t h a t  p r e c i p i t o u s  increases  i n  t h e  
cost  o f  producing feeds tocks  (by Superfund t a x e s )  would render  key 
segments of  t h e  chemical i n d u s t r y  non-competitive i n  U.S. and fore ign  
markets. By repea l inq  o r  r e v i s i n q  t a x  provis ions  l i k e  t h e  invest.rcent 
t a x  c r e d i t ,  ACRS, and t h e  minimum t a x  on corpora t ions ,  H.F.. 3838 would 
g r e a t l y  increase  t h e  chemical i n d u s t r y ' s  c o s t s  of  production and would 
have an equal ly  harmful impact on i t s  r e l a t i v e  competi t ive p o s i t i o n .  
CMA cont inues t o  stress t h e  s p e c i f i c  defects of H . R .  3838 t h a t  would

Inspec t ion  and Maintenance. The Inspec t ion  and Maintenance 
Task Group w i l l  meet A p r i l  1 7  t o  make f u r t h e r  p r e p a r a t i o n s  f o r  t h e  CMA 
forum on s a f e t y  and r e l i a b i l i t y  improvement through a p p l i c a t i o n  o f  
advanced inspec t ion  and maintenance techniques.

1. Congressional Developments and Response 

Omnibus Trade Bill 

The House Ways and Means Cornittee has yet to introduce i t s  
version of an cmnibus trade bill. Such a bill is acticipated ir the 
very near future. The entire Ways ana Means Committee attended a 
retreat from March 14 - 16, during which international trade was the 
only agenda item. Only general issues of international trade were 
discussed at the retreat. Specific legislative proposals were not 
addressed. 

The Ways and Means bill can be expected to contain many of the 
provisions which are in the Danforth bill (S. 1860) and the Chiles 
bill (S. 2 0 3 3 ) .  . Changes to trade law which these bills address 
include MTN authorization, changes in the escape clause law ( S  201) , 
and changes in laws which allow retaliation for export barriers 
(S 301). 

Rep. Sam Gibbons (D-7-FL) , Chairman of the House Ways and Means 
Trade Subcommittee, and Rep. John Dingell (D-16-MI1, Chairman of the 
House Energy and Commerce Comittee, are reported to be resolving 
their jur,isdictional differences over trade issues. The Energy and 
Commerce Committee has reported out an omnibus trade bill (H.R. 3 7 7 7 1 ,  
but it is unlikely to receive serious consideration. While attempting 
to accomplish some of the same things that other pending omnibus trade 
legislation proposes, it sets up an additional bureaucracy in the 
Commerce Department parallel to present U.S. Trade Representative 
functions in a number of areas. This is presumably done to ensure 
Energy and Commerce Committee jurisdiction over trade matters.

Right-to- 
Know b i l l s  a r e  a l s o  being considered i n  Indiana,  Colorado, and 
Kansas, which t r a c k  the  OSHA s tandard  f o r  manufacturers.  

Leg i s l a t ion  r equ i r ing  t h e  development of emergency response p lans  
f o r  manufacturing f a c i l i t i e s  i s  being debated i n  Oklahoma, South 
Caro l ina ,  and Wisconsin. I n  C a l i f o r n i a  amendments are being 
considered t o  an emergency planning l a w  which w a s  enac ted  i n  1985.

5. Toxic Air 

Implementation of the new Air Toxics Policy is the main focus of 
the State Affairs Air Toxics Task Group. The Task Group has been 
actively assisting the Technical Department in planning the regional 
workshops and has been consulted on the development of the work plan 
related to the policy. 

A number of states are currently considering programs to rcqulate 
air toxics. The Task Group is monitoring these activities in 
Connecticut, Massachusetts, Florida, Maryland, Kentucky, and 
North Carolina. 

6. Chronic Health 

The State Affairs Committee has assisted the Californiz Chemical 
Industry Council in developing an alternative to an employee health 
monitoring and medical surveillance bill that is being considered by 
the California Assembly. The industry recommendation is to mandate 
that the Department o f  Industrial Relations conduct a study to assess 
the status of health surveillance programs in the state. The 
Department must report to the Legislature by January 1, 1988 and make 
recommendations on the needs and priorities in this area. This issue 
has been given a high priority within CMA and is being closely 
monitored.

The O f f i c e  a l so  hosted a meeting of a l l  in-house and r e t a i n e d  
counsel  s e r v i n g  the  Superfund, RCRA, Groundwater, Safe  Drinking Water 
A c t  and Underground I n j e c t i o n  i s s u e s ,  t o g e t h e r  wi th  s e n i o r  Technical  
and Government Relat ions Department r e p r e s e n t a t i o n ,  f o r  t h e  purpose of 
i d e n t i f y i n g  overlapping i s s u e s  i n  C . U ' s  advocacy e f f o r t s .  Follow up 
communication w i l l  soon be d i r e c t e d  t o  CMA members sugges t ing  t h a t  
t h e i r  own environmental  management planning t ake  i n t o  account t h e  
i n c r e a s i n g l y  complex i n t e r r e l a t i o n s h i p  o f  t h e s e  issue a r e a s .  I
